Your vehicle has a headlamp system equipped with
horizontal aim indicators. The aim has been pre-set at
the factory and should need no further adjustment. This
is true even though your horizontal aim indicators may

not fall exactly on the #0" (zero) marks on their scales, following procedure.
Vertical aiming is done visually and requires the uge of 2
wall (e.g. garage door) located at the end of a level NOTICE:

Open the hood and lacate the vertical and horizontal

aim adjustment screws. The aiming screw for the

vertical aim (A) is at the center of the headlamp cover and
the aiming screw for the horizontal aim is located on the
indicator on the outboard side of the headlamp cover (B).

Horizontal aiming must be performed before
making any adjustment to the vertical aim.
Adjusting the vertical aim first will result in an
incorrect headlamp aim.

Turn the horizontal aiming screw until the indicator is
lined up with zero.

Onee the horizontal aim is adjusted, then adjust the
vertical aim.

Headlamp vertical aiming is done with the low-beam
headlamps. The high-beam headlamps will be correctly
aimed if the low beams are aimed properly.

1. Using a tape or equivalent, measure from the floor
upwards a distance of 26 inches (66 ¢m) and place a
piece of masking tape on the flat surface directly in
front of the left headlamp.

#® The vehicle should be placed so it is perpendicular to
the wall or other flat surface.
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2. Make the same measurement and place a piece of
masking tape on the flat surface directly in front of
the right headiamp.

3. Extend a long piece of masking tape horizontaily
across the width of the flat surface a1 the measured
distances. At this point you should have a level
horizontal line of masking tape that is 26 inches
(66 cm) from the floor across the width of

the flat surface.
