KEYLESS ACCESS SYSTEM

The Keyless Access System enables operation of the doors and liftgate without removing the
Remote Keyless Entry transmitter from a pocket or purse. The fransmitter must be within 3 feet
of the door to be opened or within 3 feet of the lifigate.

Keyless Unlocking
With the transmitter within range:

> Press the button on the driver's door handle to unlock the driver's door; press it again
within 5 seconds to unlock all doors.

> Press the button on a passenger's door handle
fo unlock all doors.

> Press the touchpad under the emblem to open
the lifigate.

Keyless Locking
With the ignifion off, the transmitter out of the
vehicle, and all doors closed:

> Press the button on any door handle 1o lock all doors immediately.
> If Passive Locking is turned on, all doors will lock automatically after a short delay.

Note: To change the lock and unlock settings, go fo Seftings > Vehicle > Remote Lock, Unlock, Start.

AUTO ENGINE STOP/START OPERATION ’

The engine sfop/start system automatically stops and restarts the engine to help conserve
fuel. The system may turn off the engine, referred to as an Auto Stop, when the brake pedal
is pressed and the vehicle is at a complete stop, if operating conditions are met. In Auto
Stop mode, the tachometer gauge will read AUTO STOP. The audio system, climate con-
frols and other accessories will continue fo operate. When the brake pedal is released or
the accelerator pedal is pressed, the engine will restart. After parking the vehicle and turn-
ing off the engine, the tachometer gauge will read OFF.

The engine may remain running or restart when the vehicle is stopped if:
* A minimum vehicle speed is not reached.

* The engine or fransmission is not at the required
operating temperature.

* The oufside temperature is not in the required
operating range.

o The shift lever is in any gear other than Drive (D).

* The battery charge is low.

* The climate control system requires the engine to
run based on the current seffings.

* The Aufo Stop time has reached the maximum allowed fime.

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POWER FRONT SEATS+

Power Seat Adjustments

A. Seat Adjustment
Move the horizontal control to move the
seat forward or rearward and to filt, raise
or lower the seat.

B. Seatback Recline Adjustment
Move the vertical control to recline or
raise the seatback.

C. Lumbar Support Adjustment
Press and hold the round confrol fo adjust
the lumbar support.

Set Memory Seat Positions

1. Adjust the seat and power outside mirrors.

2. Press and release the MEM (Memory)
button (D). A beep will sound.

3. Immediately press and hold button 1 or 2
until two beeps sound.

Recall Memory Seat Positions
> Press and hold button 1 or 2 until the saved position is reached.
The memory/exit positions can be programmed to be recalled automatically.

> To set the Seat Eniry Memory and Seat Exit Memory options, go to Seftings > Vehicle
> Seating Position.

Fold the Rear Seatbacks

fold the seatback forward.

3. Each outboard seatback also can be
folded by pulling the switch* (C) on either side of the
cargo area.

4. To raise each seatback, lift it up until it locks in place.

The vehicle logo is projected on the ground
near the rear bumper, indicating the kicking
motion location for handsfree operation,
when an RKE fransmitter is defected within
6 feet of the lifigate. The logo is shown

for 1 minute, depending on operating
conditions.

Teen Driver mode allows multiple keys to

be registered for beginning drivers. When
acfive, the system automatically acfivates
cerfain saofety systems, allows setting of some
features, and limits the use of others. An
in-vehicle Report Card records vehicle data
about driving behavior. When the vehicle

is started wﬁw a registered key, a Driver
Information Center message displays that
Teen Driver is active.

> To create a Personal Identification Number, register a key, change Teen Driver mode
seftings, or access the Report Card, go to Settings > Vehicle > Teen Driver.

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DRIVER ASSISTANCE SYSTEMS

Safety or driver assistance features are no substitute for the driver's responsibility to operate the vehicle
in a safe manner. The driver should remain attentive to traffic, surroundings and road condifions at all
times. Read your Owner's Manual for important feature limitations and information.

Traction Control and StabiliTrak — The full-
fime fraction confrol sysfem limits wheelspin
and the StabilTrak electronic stability control
system assists with directional control of the
vehicle in difficult driving conditions. Both
systems turn on automatically every time the
vehicle is started. Traction control should be
turned off if the vehicle is stuck and rocking
the vehicle is required.

» To tumn fracfion control on or off, press the
& Traction Control/StabiliTrak button on the center of the instrument panel.

Forward Collision Alert+ — The ¥ Vehicle Ahead Indicator is green on the instrument

cluster when a vehicle is defected and is amber when following a vehicle ahead much

foo closely. When approaching a detected vehicle directly ahead too rapidly, a red alert

flashes on the windshield and rapid beeps sound.

> Press the S Collision Alert bution on the steering wheel o set the alert fiming to For,
Medium, or Near. The setting is displayed on the Driver Information Center.

Follow Distance Indicator+ — The follow
distance fo the vehicle ahead is indicated in EallBw Blstanca
seconds under the Info menu on the Driver
Information Center. If no vehicle is detected
ahead, dashes are displayed.

Forward Automatic Braking* — In poten-

tial frontend imminent collision situations

with detected vehicles, the brakes may be

applied, if you have not already done so, fo

help reduce damage or avoid collisions af very low speeds.

> To set Forward Automatic Braking and Forward Collision Alert to Alert and Brake, Alert,
or Off, go fo Settings > Vehicle > Collision/Detecfion Systems > Forward Collision
System.

Front Pedestrian Braking* — During daytime driving, the system detects pedesirians directly
ahead up to a distance of approximately 131 feet and displays an amber & indicator.
When approaching a defected pedestrian too quickly, a red alert flashes on the windshield
and rapid beeps sound. The system may prepare the brakes or automatically brake the
vehicle, if you Eove not already done so.

> To set the system to Alert and Brake, Alert, or Off, go to Seftings > Vehicle > Collision/
Defection Systems > Front Pedestrian Detection.
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DRIVER ASSISTANCE SYSTEMS

Lane Change Alert with Side Blind Zone Alert+ — While driving, the system displays a
x@ warning symbol on the left or right side mirror when a vehicle is defected in that side
blind zone area or rapidly approaching that area. The warming symbol flashes if a turn
signal is activated when a vehicle has been defected on the same side.

> To furn the system on or off, go o Settings > Vehicle > Collision/Detection Systems >
lane Change Alert.

Lane Keep Assist with Lane Departure Warning+ — The system may help you avoid col-
lisions due to uninfentional lane departures. The #\ Lane Keep Assist Indicator is green on
the instrument cluster if the system is available to assist. If the vehicle approaches a defected
lane marking without using a tum signal in that direction, the system may assist by gently
turning the sfeering wheel and displaying an amber /&\ .

If active driver steering is not detected, the
amber /A may flosh and 3 beeps may
sound on the side of the departure direction
as the lane marking is crossed. The Lane
Keep Assist system dces not continuously
steer the vehicle; the driver needs to steer
and be in complete control of the vehicle.

> To turn the system on or off, press the
7@\ Lane Keep Assist bution (A] on the
front of the center console.

Rear Vision Camera — When the vehicle is in Reverse, a view of the area behind the
vehicle displays on the infotainment screen. Vehicle speed must be below 8 mph.

Rear Cross Traffic Alert — When the vehicle is in Reverse, the system warns of crossiraffic
coming in either direction by displaying a red alert on the infotainment screen and beeps
sound.

Rear Park Assist — During low-speed park-
ing maneuvers, the systfem provides “distance
to closest object" information on the Driver
Information Center. A beep sounds when an
object is defected and 5 beeps sound when
an obiject is very close.
> To furn Rear Park Assist and Rear Cross
Traffic Alert on or off, press the PYA Rear
Park Assist button (B) on the front of the
center console.

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AUTOMATIC TRANSMISSION

Driver Shift Control

Driver Shift Control is a manual mode that allows

the driver to shift gears manually. It can be used to

drive the vehicle in a sportier manner, or to downshift

when driving on a downhill grade fo provide engine

braking.

1. From the Drive (D) position, move the shift lever
left o the +/- position.

2. Tap the shift lever forward [+) to upshift or rearward (-] to downshift. The current gear is
shown on the Driver Information Center.

If vehicle speed is too high or too low for the requested gear, the shift will not occur. When
coming fo a stop, the fransmission will downshift automatically.

CRUISE CONTROL

Setting Cruise Control

1. Press the &) On/Off button. The ¥ Cruise
Control symbol will illuminate in white on the
instrument cluster.

2. When traveling at the desired speed, press down
the SET- swifch fo sef the speed. The & symbol
will illuminate in green on the insfrument cluster.

Adjusting Cruise Control

RES+ Resume/Accelerate

Press up fo resume a sef speed. When aclive, press
up o increase speed.

SET- Set/Coast

When active, press down fo decrease speed.

Press the B button, or press the brake pedal, to cancel the Cruise Control without erasing
the set speed from memory. The set speed is erased when Cruise Confrol or the vehicle
ignifion is tuned off.

Adaptive Cruise Control*

The system maintains the set speed and a following gap — the fime between your vehicle

and a vehicle defected directly ahead — by accelerafing or braking automatically while you

continue to steer.

> Press the 3% Following Gap button fo select a gap setting of Far, Medium or Near.
This is also the Forward Collision Alert* setting.

> Press and hold the § Cancel button to switch between ® regular Cruise Control and
®s Adaptive Cruise Control.

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CARGO STORAGE

Cargo Tie-Down System

The cargo fie-down system can be adjusted
fo secure a variety of items on the cargo
floor.

» Press the button on the fie-down to insert
or remove each tie-down in the rails (A).

» Press the button on the tie-down fo slide if
fo the required position. Fold up the tie-
down to use it.

Cargo Cover

> Pull the cover handle rearward to extend the cargo cover. Once extended, pull the han-
dle up to engage the cover in the side refainers. Pull the handle rearward and down to
release the cover.

> Pull up the release lever (B) on the right side of the cargo cover to remove the cover. Lift
up the right side of the cover first to remove it from the side retainer. When insfalling the
cover, insert the left side of the cover first in the side retainer.

> To open the fuel door, press and release
the center of the rear edge of the door. It
will pop out slightly. Pull the door open.

> The vehicle's capless fuel system does not
have a fuel cap. Fully insert the fuel pump
nozzle before starfing to fill the tank.

Note: When using a portable gas can, insert the
funnel adapter, stored under the cargo floor, into
the capless fuel fill.
