KEYLESS ACCESS SYSTEM

The Keyless Access System enables operation of
the doors and lifigate without removing the Remote
Keyless Entry transmitter (key fob) from a pocket or
purse. The key fob must be within 3 feet of the liff-
gate or the door being unlocked/locked.

Keyless Unlocking
With the key fob within range:

> Press the button on the driver's door handle fo unlock the driver's door; press it again
within 5 seconds fo unlock all doors.

> Press the button on a passenger’s door handle to unlock all doors.

> Press the touchpad above the license plate to open the lifigate.
Keyless Locking

With the ignition off, the key fob out of the vehicle, and all doors closed:
> Press the button on any door handle to lock all doors immediately.

> If Passive Locking is turned on in the Settings menu, all doors will lock automatically after
a short delay.

Note: To change the lock and unlock seffings, go to Seftings > Vehicle > Remote Lock, Unlock, Start
on the infofainment screen.

Starting the Engine

> With the transmission in Park or Neutral, press
and hold the brake pedal and then press the
ENGINE START/STOP bution to start the
engine. The green button indicator will illuminate.

Note: If the key fob battery is weak, place the key fob

in the front of the center console sToroge comparfmem to

enable the engine fo start. Replace the key fob battery as
soon as possible.

Stopping the Engine/Off
> Shiff to Park and then press the ENGINE START/STOP bution to turn off the engine.

Accessory Mode

> With the engine off and the brake pedal not depressed, press the ENGINE START/
STOP button fo place the ignifion in accessory mode to operate the radio, windows and
other accessories. The amber button indicator will illuminate.

AUTO ENGINE STOP/START OPERATION y

The fuelsaving stop/start system automatically turns off the engine, referred to as an Auto
Stop, when the broke pedal is pressed and the vehicle is af a complete stop, if certain
operating conditions are met. In Auto Stop mode, the tachometer will read AUTO STOP.
When the brake pedal is released or the accelerator pedal is pressed, the engine wil
restart. After parking the vehicle and turning off the engine, the tachometer will read OFF.

Auto Engine Stop/Start Disable

> Press the (B) Auto Stop bution on the center console to tum off the automatic engine
stop/start system. The button indicator is illuminated when the system is on. The system
furns on each fime the vehicle is started.

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ELECTRONIC PRECISION SHIFT

The automatic fransmission is electronically controlled using the shift switches on the center
console. The selected gear position illuminates in red on the shift switch and is shown on
the instrument cluster.

Park — Press the P switch to shift to Park.
Reverse — Pull the R switch to shift to Reverse.
Neutral — Press and hold the N switch unfil the
indicator is red to shift to Neutral.

Note: The transmission will not stay in Neutral for an
extended period. It will automatically shift info Park.

Drive — Pull the D switch fo shift to Drive.
Manual Mode — With the transmission in Drive, Eress the M (Manual) switch to shift manu-
i

ally. Pull the left steering wheel paddle to downshift and the right steering wheel paddle to
upshift. Pull the D switch to return to Drive.

Forward Collision Alert button on the steering wheel fo set the alert fim-
ing fo Far, Medium, or Near. The sefting is displayed on the Driver Information Center.

Automatic Emergency Braking — At speeds below 50 mph, the system works with
Forward Collision Alert to help you avoid or reduce the severity of a frontend collision
with a vehicle you're following. Camera technology is used to automatically provide hard
emergency braking or enhance the driver's hard braking.

> To set Automatic Emergency Brokin% and Forward Collision Alert to Alert and Brake,
Alert, or Off, go to Settings > Vehicle > Collision/Detection Systems > Forward Collision
System.

Front Pedestrian Braking — During daytime driv-
ing below 50 mph, the system can defect pedes-
frians directly ahead and displays an amber

the windshield or in the HUD* and the Safety
Alert Seat pulses or rapid beeps sound (if

Lane Keep Assist with Lane Departure Warning — The system may help you avoid
collisions due to unintentional lane departures. The /@ Lane Keep Assist indicator is green
if the system is available to assist. If the vehicle unintentionally approaches a detected lane
marking, the system may assist by gently turning the steering wheel o help prevent lane
departure and displays an amber /. If active driver steering is not detected, the amber
A\ may flash and the Safety Alert Seat may pulse or beeps may sound (if selected) on the
side of the departure direction as the lane marking is crossed. The system does not continu-
ously steer the vehicle; the driver needs fo steer and be in complete control of the vehicle.
Alerts do not occur when using the turn signal in the lane departure direction or infentional
lane departure is defected.
