Break-in period
First 1,000 miles: Avoid heavy
repeated brake use; avoid full
throttle, rapid acceleration or
kick-down of transmission; drive
at varying road and engine speeds.
Do not tow a trailer for first
500 miles.

4-wheel Anti-lock Braking
System (ABS)

ABS automatically reduces
hydraulic pressure to all four
wheels (4-wheel ABS) on the
verge of locking up.

Driving Tips

You may feel a slight pulsing
of the brake pedal and hear a
clicking noise, this tells you the
ABS is functioning properly.

-. -Tips: Maintain constant
